Comment: Given that this concept and RLA2007062 share many of the same laboratory members, and both are in the direction of improvement of analystical quality, it is recommended to merge the two concepts. The best features of each should be retained. In particular, the merged concept should include a strong focus on proficiency testing and preparation of matrix reference materials as per 012, and links with regional/international bodies as per 062. The contributors will need to analyse regional needs further to determine which specific areas will need to be addressed (e.g. which nuclear analytical techniques, which analytes, and which matrices). 012 is focussed more on products (presumably agricultural in particular), 062 on environmental samples, although there is overlap here and the issue would need to be considered.
